Surveying Professional Identity and gender of an
English Langauage Teacher and Students Perceptions
of their Teacher Success

In this study, the researcher made an attempt to investigate aspects of professional identity
of the English teachers and their gender over their students views on teacher success as
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perceived by teachers in Sabazevar and Jovein, Iran. The study had two main purposes. The
first one sought to determine whether there was a significant gender difference in English
language teachers conceptualization. In other words, the aim was to seem to what extent
teachers views on their professional identity conferred/differed among male and female
English language teachers. The second aim sought to determine whether there was any
interaction between students conceptualization of a successful language teacher and
professional identity as perceived by English language teachers. Findings indicated that in
the first place, the difference between scores of teachers professional identity among the
two gender was not significant. Regarding the second aim, it was found out that with a
moderate relationship between the two sets of scores on teachers professional identity and
students views of teacher success, teacher gender could be conspicuous. The study
presented a number of implications for the English language learners and teachers in the
foreign language environment.
