A comparative study of the civil liability of insurance
experts for damages caused by misdiagnosis in lranian
and English law

Insurance experts may make mistakes in determining the amount of damage in accidents or
even the length of treatment due to physical and financial injuries, and their misdiagnosis
may be far greater than the amount of damage, so they have civil liability. and it will be
more related to the insurance organization that should be responsible for this misdiagnosis
and compensation for the resulting damages. In Iranian law, this issue has laws that are
taken from both the legislative branch and jurisprudential sources, and in Iran, the bodily



injury fund after the compulsory third-party insurance is the most important supplementary
plan for civil liability in traffic accidents in English law. There is civil liability due to
carelessness, liability due to intention and liability without fault. The common feature of all
three general categories of responsibility is that they all take steps to protect the interests of
the injured. Regarding misdiagnosis, insurance experts in England have for some reasons
put BAMA on the responsibility of no-fault and negligence. This research has been done in
