Prevention is one of the practical and very important topics in all sciences, including
criminology. This branch of criminology tries to prevent the occurrence of crime by
providing preventive measures and solutions while examining the factors (situational and
social) of the criminal phenomenon. This research aims to examine the issue of preventive
measures against the occurrence of social harms from the perspective of criminology and in
a descriptive and explanatory method and seeks to find an answer to this question that,
from the perspective of criminology, the causes and factors of the occurrence of social
harms and the ways of prevention what of it The results showed that there are many factors
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for the emergence of social harms; Many of society's challenges are the source of social
damage, such as mental well-being in society; That is, when psychological well-being is
low in Jame'ah, we face social harm. Financial and economic issues in the society and the
existence of class differences cause the appearance of social harm in the society. Legal
provisions and new institutional capacity building, the judicial system has not yet been
fully successful in preventing crimes. Achieving this goal requires the use of systemic and
communication strategies of this research, as well as security and economic strategies to
dry up crime-causing platforms, as well as other strategies that require another research.
