Consequences and solutions of financialization of

Financialization in criminal law, which is the discussion of economic crimes, is
one of the most challenging issues in the current world, especially in
developing countries.

This research has been done with the aim of
investigating the consequences and solutions of financialization of criminal law
and by descriptive-analytical method and using library resources.

explanation of this concept in economic crimes As a result, according to this
legislative gap, judicial and executive criminal policy is also growing with
different procedures and different decision-making authorities. Crimes and
corruptions such as bribery, smuggling of goods, illegal currency trading,
forgery of documents and documents (especially forgery of documents and
securities), big economic frauds, non-payment of export taxes, money
laundering and dozens of other economic corruptions appear in various forms.
