Title: The role of digital media literacy on the
professional development and career motivation of
primary school teachers in Sabzevar with the mediating
role of career self-efficacy.

The purpose of this research was to investigate the role of digital media literacy on the
professional development and career motivation of primary school teachers in Sabzevar city
with the mediating role of career self-efficacy. In terms of the purpose of the present



research, it is an applied research type, and in terms of the research method, it is correlation
in the form of modeling structural equations. The statistical population was made up of all
primary school teachers of Sabzevar city, numbering 1100 people. From among the
statistical population, 285 people were selected as a sample by random stratified sampling
method using Karjesi and Morgan table. The required information was collected through
Ayubi Awaz, Pourshafi and Asgari's professional development questionnaire (2013),
Ludahl and Kitchener's (1997) career motivation, Tawheed Asl's digital literacy (2013)
and Sherer and Maddox's self-efficacy (1982). To analyze the data, Pearson's correlation
test and inferential statistics (structural equations and path analysis) were used with the help
of spss software version 24 and Amos software version 24. The research findings showed
that there is a significant relationship between digital media literacy, professional
development, job motivation and job self-efficacy (p<0.05). Also, the mediating role of job
self-efficacy variable between digital media literacy, professional and job motivation was
confirmed.
