Makhmalbaf are among the first novels . Mahmoud the literary genre of war or holy
defens Literature Although these novels have focused more on the back of the front and
have shown people who have suffered serious damage from the war and were less present
in the front of right against wrong The small presence of fictional characters in these two
novels are also not depicted However these two novels are still of special importance in the



field of war and holy defens The fictional characters of Burnt Earth are mostly men and the
fictional characters of Bagh-e-Bolour are mostly women The location of the novel Zimin-e-
Sokhte is Ahvaz which is closer to the battlefield and where rockets and bombing are more
visible and the location of the story is Tehran's Crystal Garden where there is no mention
of bombings cannons and missiles in the recent novels the author's reliance is not only on
the War and its consequences but also on the oppression of women Ahmad Mahmoud has
acted more successfully than Mohsen Makhmalbaf in characterizing which goes back to his
personal experiences of the war
