The mediating role of classroom climate in the
relationship between teacher leadership style and
academic motivation of first secondary school boys in
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Sabzevar city

The present study was conducted to investigate the mediating role of classroom atmosphere
in the relationship between teacher leadership style and academic motivation of male high
school students in Sabzevar city. In terms of purpose, it is an applied research, in terms of
nature, it is a quantitative research, and in terms of data collection method, it is a
descriptive and correlational research. The statistical population of this study includes all
male high school students in Sabzevar city, whose number is about 7500 in the academic
year 1403-1404. The sampling method was cluster and 100 people were selected as a
sample using JPower software. Participants completed the Fraser, Giddings, and McRobbie
(1995) Classroom Atmosphere Questionnaire, Hassin's Teacher Leadership Style (2009)
and Harter's Student Academic Motivation (1980). Finally, the information obtained from
the questionnaires was collected and analyzed by the researcher. In this study, SPSS version
26 software was used to analyze the data in the descriptive statistics section, and structural
equation modeling and PLS software were used to conduct confirmatory factor analysis,
test the research hypotheses, and fit the structural model of the study. The results of the
study showed that classroom atmosphere can mediate the relationship between teacher
leadership style and students' academic motivation. The results of this study also showed
that there is a positive and direct relationship between teacher leadership style and students'
academic motivation, between teacher leadership style and classroom atmosphere, and
between classroom atmosphere and students' academic motivation.
