Legal Analysis of the Challenges Arising from the
Approval of the Law Mandating the Official Registration
of Real Estate Transactions in the Expediency
Discernment Council

The Law "Mandating the Official Registration of Immovable Property Transactions" was
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approved with the aim of resolving challenges related to ordinary documents, and after it
was recognized by the Honorable Guardian Council as having some religious objections, it
was referred to the Expediency Discernment Council at the insistence of the representatives
of the Islamic Consultative Assembly and was approved by this council on May 16, 1403.
This research aims to analyze the legal challenges arising from the approval of the law
requiring the official registration of immovable property transactions in the Expediency
Council and has been conducted using a descriptive-analytical method. The results showed
that the context of Iran's stagnation in the execution of ordinary contracts in important parts
of the country, the inconsistency with the people's transactional customs, the lack of
integration of the title with the content in Article 1 of the resolution, and the lack of
convergence and synergy between the three powers in implementing this plan are among
the challenges of the resolution requiring the registration of immovable property
transactions based on the new resolution of the Expediency Council. The aforementioned
plan aims to eliminate the shortcomings of the Iranian registration system and ensure the
security of ownership; however, in terms of the harms and benefits of the above plan,
despite the positive points, even if approved in the current situation in the Expediency
Council, it will not be fully successful in ensuring the psychological, social, and economic
security of ownership and has faced it with a serious and fundamental challenge.
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
